2019 Writing Contest Guidelines

1. The Story MUST be inspirational.  Remember the kids reading these stories are ill and need something uplifting to read.  Please no stories about fighting cancer etc. because we would like these kids to get their mind off of their problem and not magnify it...Thanks

2.  It can be up to 800 words, but minimum of 200 and needs at least two characters.

3.  At the top left corner of the story, it MUST HAVE the child's name, age, grade, school, parents name, address, phone number & email ( If it does not have all of this, it will not qualify)  We don't want  to have to hunt a child down to let them know if they won...)

4.  Email the story to stories@gatheringofauthors.com with subject: (grade) writing submission along with text in the email that we have permission to print your child's story should he/she get chosen for the 2019 book.

5. The TOP 10 Stories in grades 3 – 8th will be judged and also be published in the 2019 Volume 8 Dream Catchers Book, benefiting St. Jude and Arkansas Children's Hospital.  Parents will be contacted if their child has been chosen and also if they have won an award.

6.  Lastly, all kids will be assigned times to come and autograph books at (TBA)Saturday Oct. 12th at (TBA).
